Millions of people in the developing world have to walk on average 4 miles to get water; and not the crystal clear
water we take for granted in this country. Then they have to carry it home.

After hearing about the work of Samaritanbs Purse -(
box appeal) and what they do in places like Liberia in Africa, some of the young people from FLOBB (a youth cell
group) decided to raise some money and awareness. They decided to walk carrying mucky water from Hatton
locks along the canal and into town i the route they took was about 4 miles. In spite of the rain they managed it
on the day but it took over an hour and the water seemed to get heavier as they went!

Imagine you had to do that every day in hot, dry conditions to get water that was dirty; then imagine that what you
bring back is all the water you have for you and your family to cook and wash with.

As well as being a thought provoking experience the
Purse to help them bring clean water supplies to people in great need. Which will be added to the money raised
by the younger children who filled empty water bottles with coins over the summer.
